A gimlet is a hand-held drill for boring holes, and would have
likely been used on Royal Navy ships. The drink could have
been named for its “piercing effect” on the sailors. The name
also could have come from the naval surgeon Sir Thomas
Gimlette, who may have come up with the drink as a way to
combat scurvy.

The Southside @5

Beefeater 24 Gin, Fresh Mint Leaves, Lime, Syrup

Al Capone's gang smuggled in a gin that was much harsher and
less palatable. Creating cocktails with it therefore required
more ingredients, such as citrus fruit and sugar. The drink
concocted apparently became very popular with Al Capone and
his associates, and christened it the Southside.

It is thought that the Mai Tai was created in 1944, by a
bartender known as Trader Vic, or Victor Jules Bergeron, in
Oakland, San Francisco,who treated guests visited from Hawaii

with new cocktail creations. Upon tasting, they exclaimed, “mai-

tai roa ae”, which means “out of this world” and so the name
was born.Vic was known for his his ability to create irresistible
rum-based cocktails, as well as his eclectic blend of foods
cooked in a wood-fired oven.

Plantation White Rum, Malibu,

Pineapple Juice, Coconut, Light Cream

The earliest known story states that in the 19th century, Puerto
Rican pirate Roberto Cofresi, to boost his crew's morale, gave
them a beverage or cocktail that contained coconut, pineapple
and white rum. This was what would

be later known as the famous pifa colada.

Little is known about the historical origin of the Paloma, the most
popular tequila-based cocktail in Mexico. Some believe that it is named
after La Paloma (“The Dove”), the popular folk song composed in the
early 1860s. Diffords guide states it was created by the legendary Don
Javier Delgado Corona, owner and bartender of La Capilla, in Tequila.

Sailors would take huge amounts of lemons, limes and oranges
on voyages. They would also bring alcohol, and the best alcohol
was kept at room temperature, like whiskey and bourbon. The
whiskey sour was a perfect combination of citrus, to combat
scurvy, and whiskey to quench the sailor's thirst.

The Spritz originated in the Veneto region of Italy in the mid-
19th century, which was annexed by the Austrian Empire after
the Napoleonic Wars. During the annexation, Austrian soldiers
occupied the region and found the local wine too alcohol for
their liking. The soldiers would add a splash of water to bring
the ABV down to levels more similar to beer. Wine served this
way was referred to as a spritz, the german word for a splash.
Eventually, wines would be spritzed with soda water and even
Prosecco.

Remy Martin V.5.0.P Cognac, Plantation White Rum,

This drink is also thought of as a riff on the Sidecar recipe,
which MacElhone included in his ABC of Mixing Cocktails book.

New York Bar in Paris in the 1920s, and it's here that he's said
to have come up with Between the Sheets.

Sazerac [EFEIR5e

Remy Martin V.5.0.P Cognac, Absinthe, Angostura Bitter
Buffalo Trace Bourbon Whiskey

The story of the Sazerac cocktail began in 1838 when Antoine
Amedie Peychaud,a New Orleans apothecary, mixed cognac
with his proprietary Peychaud's Bitters. In the 1850s, this
"toddy" (not a hot toddy, but an early name for a cocktail) was
the signature drink of the Sazerac Coffee House in New
Orleans.
